The author distinguishes two types of natural ecosystems: those that have

never been exploited by humans (free of human intervention) and those
influenced by human labor (McKibben, 1989: 21)
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Environmental ethics is concerned with the moral relations that
hold between humans and the natural world. The ethical
principles governing those relations determine our duties,
obligations, and responsibilities with regard to the Earth’s
natural environment and all animals and plants that inhabit it
(Taylor, 1986: 3).
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
